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Program Update  

Kids on the Go! 
Mobility Program: An adaptive bike was built and delivered to Berkeley's Unified School Adaptive PE program run by Variety Member Charna Ball. 

 

May Bikes for Kids Give-Away 
As part of our Mobility Program,  Variety gave away 22 bikes to underprivileged kids through the Boys and Girls Clubs of Diablo Valley at the Lone Tree Golf Course in Antioch. Variety partnered with Turning Wheels for Kids (TWFK), an organization that produces bike team building programs for corporations. 

 

Variety has also made contact with two new Regional Centers in the Bay Area who have expressed interest in Lite Gait machines and Adaptive Bikes. One is in San Francisco with a new center being opened in the Western Addition. The other is a program in Salinas that hosts kids with disabilities three days a week, and offers a lending program where families can take equipment home and work with their children in their own neighborhoods. 

 

Social Mobility:  Variety welcomes back the twice monthly Summer Children's Film Series, hosting kids from local family shelters.  Upcoming films include Speed Racer, Wall-E, and Journey to the Center of the Earth.  The series is also open to Variety members with children, teens and tweens. Volunteers are needed to help serve juice, snacks and popcorn.
